Nineteen Cavaliers came to GCCR since our last Newsletter, and all were ready 
to begin their new lives. Many have already been adopted, or are currently 
being “fostered with intent”.  Please check our Adoption Page to see who still 
might be waiting for YOU! 

In April, three Blenheim girls required urgent and critical medical care, totaling 
just over $3,000. Rosebud, a 10-year survivor of a Missouri commercial kennel, 
had a golf ball sized mammary tumor removed, only to find it was malignant 
and the tumors had spread. She’s currently in hospice care enjoying life to the 
fullest. Sugar arrived with chronic diarrhea. She was diagnosed with 
Cryptosporidium and spent 24 days in isolation at Yorkville Animal Hospital.  
Kim somehow managed to eat her foster mom’s nightgown and required 
surgery to remove the blockage. Our sincere thanks to everyone who gave to 
the Critical Care Fund to help these Cavaliers when they needed it most!
